EVENT: 2012 Skate Canada NL Junior Provincials; this competition is a Skate Canada Newfoundland 
 & Labrador sanctioned event. 
 
DATE: March 10th & 11th, 2012

ENTRY FEE: Total $30.00 per event plus $7.00 officials & technology development fee per skater. 
 Please forward this amount (along with amounts for fun night tickets & shirts) to your home 
 club, who will write one club cheque and forward to the host club. 
 

Competitors entering more than one event must complete an entry form for EACH event. 
Entries will not be accepted unless a copy of current Skate Canada Membership Card is 
attached. Please ensure applications are filled out completely, incomplete applications may 
not be accepted. 

 
PHOTO: A photo of the skater can accompany the entry. If possible this photo should be wallet size. 
 The following information should be noted on the back of the photo: Skater’s Name, Age, 
 Home Club, & Skating Category. This photo may be digitally submitted to 
 admin@cbsskatingclub.com. 
 
ENTRY DEADLINE: All entries (and order forms for fun night tickets & shirts) from each club should 
 be sent in one package along with one club cheque (payable to CBS Skating Club) to cover all 
 club monies due.  This package should be received no later than Thursday, February 17th, 
 2012, by: CBS Skating Club, Box 17184, Stn Kelligrews, CBS, NL   A1X 3H1. 

 
CATEGORIES TO BE SKATED: As per the 2011-2012 Skate Canada NL Technical Package.

TEST/BADGE QUALIFYING DEADLINE: is February 1st , 2012. 
 
AGE RESTRICTION: July 1st, 2011 (your skating age for 2011-2012 is the age you were on June 30th, 
 2011) Junior Provincials is open to girls 10 years old & younger, and boys 11 years old & 
 younger. 
 
FLIGHTS: Where there are more than 11 skaters entered in an event the skaters shall be divided by 

random draw into equal flights with the top 3 placements in each flight being awarded a prize. 
 
HELMETS: Competitors in events designated as “CanSkate” events must wear helmets as 
 recommended by Skate Canada. Competitors in STARSkate events must be registered with 
 Skate Canada in the STARSkate programme, or if still registered in the CanSkate programme  
 must wear a helmet as above. 
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WINNERS: A skater shall be eligible to win a category once irrespective of age. Pre-preliminary I & 
 Pre-preliminary II are considered separate categories. 
 
AWARDS: 
 STARSkate: The top three placements in each category shall be awarded a prize. In a 
 category where there are less than three entries, then the number of prizes shall equal the 
 number of entries. All participants shall receive a certificate of participation. All participation 
 certificates and medals will be awarded at the medal presentation ceremonies. 
 CanSkate: all participants shall receive an award based on standard achieved. CanSkate 
 results will not be posted. 

 
HOTEL ACCOMMODATIONS:  

The host hotel for the 2012 “Skate Canada Newfoundland & Labrador Junior Provincials” is 
The Battery Hotel, Signal Hill, St. John’s, 1-800-563-8181, rates for the event are $82.00 per 
night (plus tax).

PLEASE BOOK YOUR HOTEL ACCOMMODATIONS BEFORE FEB 27th, AS THE BLOCK 

 OF ROOMS WILL ONLY BE HELD UNTIL THIS DATE. You are responsible for booking & 
 paying for your own accommodations. 
 
MUSIC: Music for the Pre-Preliminary and Preliminary categories must be provided by the 
 skater/coach. Two copies of the music are to be submitted on CD to the music committee at 
 registration. Music should begin not longer than 3 seconds beyond the leader tape on 
 cassettes. Each CD should be clearly marked with the following information: 

1)   Skater’s name and home club 
2) Category 
3) recording time of music 
4) “Master” or “Copy”. 

 
COACHES ACCREDITATION: Coaches must be members of Skate Canada; NCCP Level 1 Certified 
 and possess a valid First Aid Certificate. Coaches must register and present their identification 
 at the registration desk. 
 
SCHEDULE: A detailed schedule will be posted at www.skating.nf.ca, as soon as possible after the 

 deadline. 
 
REGISTRATION: Is tentatively set to begin at the CBS Stadium, one hour prior to the start of 
 schedule. 
 
OPENING CEREMONIES: All skaters are expected to participate with the exception of those skaters 

competing immediately following the ceremonies. All Clubs and Regions are expected to bring 
 their banners. Dress code for the ceremonies includes skating club suits, competition attire, or 
 dress pants, no jeans please. 
 
MEDAL PRESENTATIONS: Medals will be given to the top three skaters in each event. Medals will 
 be presented at the stadium following an announcement. Skaters are asked to wear their 
 competition outfits. Further details will be provided in the next announcement. 
 
FUN NIGHT: There will be fun night held at the Battery Hotel on Saturday night. A social night with fun 
 activities, pizza and more. Please pre-order fun night tickets on the order form below.

1: Start out turning left from Battery hotel on Signal Hill Rd. 
2: Signal Hill Rd becomes Duckworth St. 
3: Stay straight, and continue all the way down duckworth street, to go onto HWY-60 W. 
4: At the end of Duckworth street, turn slight left onto New Gower St/HWY-60. Continue on 
    New Gower St. (street in front of City Hall & Mile One Stadium). 
5: New Gower St becomes HWY-2 W. (stay straight) 
6: Stay straight on HWY-2 W for approx 20 km / 20 mins. (you will pass over the TCH) 
6: Take the CONCEPTION BAY SOUTH bypass (left lane) 
7: Travel to the end of the highway; approx. 5 minutes 
8: Turn LEFT onto LEGION RD 
9: The CBS Stadium is on the left hand side of Legion Rd.
